In the past year everyone 
has been impacted by the 
economic downturn and felt 

an extra pinch, but for many 
this year has been devastating. 
Seniors on a fixed income 
and single mothers working 
multiple jobs struggle to make 
ends meet, while fathers laid 
off are constantly 

concerned with providing food 
for their family. Imagine if high 
gas prices and the up and down 
of the stock market were the 
least of your worries. Imagine 
going to bed hungry at night 
so that your child could have 
dinner and wondering how 
you were going to explain why 
there were no gifts under the 
tree.

Imagine the hardship 
of worrying not about when 
you would find time to go 
shopping, but instead fearing if 
you would have food to eat.
